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What is Self-Directed Support/Direct Payments?

Self Directed Support (SDS)/Direct Payments is a new way of providing social care in local authorities.  The aim is to give you, or the person who cares for you, choice and control over the support you need in order to get the life you want.

When a person has been assessed by Social Services, SDS/Direct Payments enables them to receive money to purchase the services they need from an agency or individual of their choice.  These services could be anything from personal care to assistance with shopping, attending local clubs, respite care to enable the carer to have ‘time off’. 

Not all clients will be assessed as eligible for SDS/Direct Payments.  However Crossroads Care Croydon are also able to offer support to private fee paying individuals.
